RECITALS
WHEREAS, the Parties have entered into a business relationship and may share confidential information;
WHEREAS, the Parties desire to prevent the solicitation of each other's employees, clients, customers, and contractors;
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth herein, the Parties agree as follows:


1. DEFINITIONS
1.1 "Confidential Information" means any non-public information that is disclosed by one Party to the other, whether orally, in writing, or by any other means, including but not limited to business plans, customer lists, pricing information, financial data, and proprietary technology.
1.2 "Solicitation" means any direct or indirect attempt to induce, encourage, or cause an employee, consultant, customer, or client of one Party to terminate or alter their relationship with that Party.


2. NON-SOLICITATION OBLIGATIONS
2.1 Each Party agrees that during the term of this Agreement and for a period of two (2) years following its termination or expiration, neither Party shall, directly or indirectly, solicit, induce, recruit, or encourage any employee, consultant, contractor, client, or customer of the other Party to terminate, reduce, or alter their business relationship.
2.2 The Parties agree that this restriction shall apply to all employees, consultants, contractors, clients, and customers of the other Party with whom such Party had contact or with whom the Party had access to Confidential Information during the term of this Agreement.


3. EXCEPTIONS
3.1 The provisions of this Agreement shall not apply to general solicitations of employment through advertisements or media not specifically targeted at the other Party's employees or contractors.
3.2 This Agreement shall not prohibit either Party from hiring any individual who responds to a bona fide general solicitation or advertisement.


4. CONSIDERATION
In consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the Parties acknowledge the sufficiency of such consideration to support this Agreement.


5. TERM
This Agreement shall commence on the date of signature by both Parties and shall continue in effect until terminated by mutual written agreement of the Parties or as otherwise provided herein.


6. CONFIDENTIALITY
Each Party agrees to maintain the confidentiality of all Confidential Information received from the other Party and to use such information solely for the purpose permitted under this Agreement.


7. REMEDIES
7.1 The Parties agree that any breach of this Agreement may cause irreparable harm to the non-breaching Party for which monetary damages may be inadequate.
7.2 Accordingly, the non-breaching Party shall be entitled to seek injunctive relief or specific performance in addition to any other remedies available at law or in equity.


8. GOVERNING LAW AND JURISDICTION
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of ________________, without regard to its conflict of laws principles.
Any dispute arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall be submitted to the exclusive jurisdiction of the state and federal courts located within ________________.


9. SEVERABILITY
If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.


10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between the Parties and supersedes all prior agreements, understandings, or representations, whether oral or written.


11. AMENDMENTS
This Agreement may be amended or modified only by a written instrument signed by both Parties.


12. WAIVER
No waiver of any breach or default under this Agreement shall be deemed a waiver of any preceding or subsequent breach or default.


13. COUNTERPARTS
This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.
